The Community Education Program is one of several initiatives that provide free educational

services in English and computer skills to the most disadvantaged students in Battambang
province. Currently, the program is organising a research study on famous places in Battam-
bang.

This project serves as a topic for the
Level 3 English-speaking course, with a
focus on fostering teamwork and a

‘ == sense of community among learners.

The research study, which includes Ek
Phnom, Baset Temples, and the
Samraong Knong Killing Field, began
on August 14, 2025. It is designed to
assist Level 3 students in exploring
topics that will be presented during the
upcoming Final Speaking assessment.
The project also enables students to
learn about these subjects through
real -life experiences while promoting
teamwork and critical thinking skills.

Moreover, these places help
students gain a deeper
understanding of Khmer history,
culture, and collective memory.
They offer insights into ancient
Khmer beliefs and architecture
from the Angkorian period,
while also serving as reminders
of the Khmer Rouge tragedy
highlighting the importance of
peace and remembrance.
Together, these locations
connect the past to the present
and play a vital role in
preserving Khmer identity.




After the visit, all Level 3 students were quite tired but very happy, especially because it was
their first experience learning English through real  -world exploration. Most of them worked hard
and took responsibility for their roles to achieve the best results. They will organize their findings

into group presentations to share with other classes, showcasing their learning at the end of
August 2025.

Samnang earns $125 USD per course taught, which
contributes to his financial stability and supports his
continued education.
